Information about various courses

The department runs three courses:

1) Master of communication and Journalism (MJMC): Two years, full time Master's course
in credit and semester system

(Timing: 11 a.m. to 5 p.m., medium of instruction: English; exam in English/Marathi

Fees Rs. 6500/*- per year, Seats: 36%)

2) FRu=ATaET ggfrent s1saTdshu: One year, part-time diploma course run in Marathi language in

association with Pune Union of Working Journalists.

(Timing: 8 a.m. to 10/30 a.m., medium of instruction and examination: only MARATHI)
(Rs. 5000/*-, Seats: 40 )

3) Diploma in Mass Media: One year, part-time diploma course.

(Timing: 6 p.m. to 8.30 p.m., medium of instruction: English; exam in English/Marathi)
(Rs. 5000/*-, Seats: 40 )

The department runs only post-graduate courses. So a candidate has to have at least Bachelor's
degree in any discipline. The department or the university does not have a post-12th
std./undergraduate course in journalism. The department also does not run external or
correspondence courses. Attendance (minimum 75%) for lectures is MANDATORY.

Admissions are given strictly on the basis of Entrance Test. So the percentage/grade at
graduation level is not taken into consideration.

Entrance Test (150 marks): common for all the three courses, so conducted at the same time.
100 marks for Written Exam, 40 marks for Personal Interview and 10 marks for Computer
Literacy. Student may choose to write in English/Marathi.

Application: Online ONLY. Visit unipune.ac.in for details.

A student may apply for two/three courses at the same time. But they will have to pay
Application fee separately for each course. The Written Exam and Computer Literacy test will
have to be given only once, but Personal Interview will be separate for each course.

If a student applies simultaneously for MJMC and gxuaferen uefae siwamseA, they will have to
give the entire Entrance Test in MARATHI.

If a student applies simultaneously for MJIMC, Diploma in Mass Media and Jau=feen wgfsh
swqEshA, he will have to give the entire Entrance Test in MARATHI.

If a student wishes to answer the Entrance Test in English, may apply simultaneously ONLY
for MJIMC and Diploma in Mass Media.

* This fee is applicable only to students from Maharashtra. For out of Maharashtra and foreign students the fees are higher.
