Features of the course:

The Five-year Integrated M.A. / M.Sc. programme is
open to students who have completed Higher
Secondary School Certificate or HSC (10+2/ its
equivalent examination in Arts / Commerce /
Science stream, from any recognized board in
India.)from any stream. The course will provide
foundational knowledge in the core concepts of the
discipline of national and global security. The course will
focus on India's National Security, Global Security,
Defence Economics, Geopolitics and Military
Geography, Indian Military System. Indian Strategic
Culture, International Relations, UN System, Global

Peace and Security, Terrorism and Counter Terrorism,
CBRN along with Ability and Skill Enhancement
Courses, Discipline elective courses and Generic
elective courses including foreign languages and
compulsory English.
