CIRCULAR NO. 170 OF 2009

It is hereby notified for information of all concerned that in view of the Judgement and
Order dated 11.2.2009 of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in the Matter of the University of
Kerala V/s the Council of Principals of College in Kerala and Others, the following measures
shall be taken to prevent ragging in the Colleges/ Institutions :

1. Inthe prospects of the Higher Educational Institutions, it should be mentioned that if any incident
of ragging comes to the notice of the authority concerned, the accused student will be given an
opportunity to explain and if his explanation in not satisfactbg/authory would expel him form the
institution. The number of cases of ragging and punishment given by the educational institutions in the
previous academic year should also be incorporated in theprospectus of Higher Educational Institu-
tions.

2. Anti Ragging Committees and Squads to check ragging should be constituted and the names and
telephone numbers of officials to be contacted by the students in case of ragging, should also be
published.

3. Counseling sessions and orientation courses for senior and fresh students should be conducted.

4. AllInstitutions should do whatever they can by ensuring punishment to the students found gulity
of ragging, giving wide publicity to such punishments to act as a deterrent, strict enforcement of the
various measures for preventing ragging.

5. Appropriate messages regarding “Z&aerance” towards ragging should be incorporated in
admission notices/ advertisements.

6. Audio-vedio campaign should be undertaken at the commencement of the new academic ses-
sion to prevent ragging.

7. Efforts to publicize and sensitize students regarding should be made.

8. Awareness amoungst students through student unions about théebla#fragging should
generated.

9. In appropriate cases, if the authorities are prime facie satisfied about the errant act of any
student, they can, suspend the student form the institution and the hostel, if any, pending final
decision and given opportunity to him to have his say. The police should be informed immedi-
ately and criminal law should be set into motion.

It is further notified that the Colleges/ Institutions shall submit report to the Director, Students’
Welfare of the University, every six months, regarding implementation of the measures taken by
them to prevent ragging.

(1) Notwithstanding anything contained in any other Ordinance, five additional marks
may be granted to candidate appearing for University examination of any degree, diploma
or certificate, as an incentive for his participation in any one or more of the following
activities :

(@) National Cadet Crops:

(b) National Service Scheme :

(c) Inter-University /National / International Sports Tournaments / debating / elocution /
dramatics / moot court and such other competitions as approved by the Executive
Council from time to time.

(d) National Physical Efficiency drive.

(e) Adult Education Programme of Poona University.

(2) The additional marks shall be added.

(@) to any head/s of passing or to any subject/s, as case may be in the examination
if the student has failed in such head/s of passing / subject/s and if such additional
marks enable the student to get necessary passing marks; or

(b) to any subject if such additional marks enable the student to get benefits of exemption.
Such additional marks only as are required for examination, shall be given.

If after the grant of additional marks under clauses (a) and (b) above, if there is any
balance of marks, it shall be added to the total number of marks of the examination.

OR
(c) tothe total number of marks, secured by the candidate in the examination.

Provided that the additional marks shall not be taken into consideration for the
purpose of award of any prize, scholarship, meritlist or for such other similar purposes.
(3) The additional marks shall be granted to the candidate only for that examination
during the course of which the candidate has participated in the activities mentioned in
Clause No. 1.

Note : The candidate shall be eligible to get maximum five additional marks only once,
for any of the activities mentioned above, if performed by him in any year, and only for
an examination of one course.

lllustration : Candidate has taken admission for LL.B. and Diploma in Taxation Law

Courses, simultaneously in the year 1987. He has participated in the Inter-University
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elocution competition in the year 1987. Such a candidate shall be eligible to get benefits
of the five marks on the basis of said elocution competition either for the examination of
LL.B. Course or for Diploma in Taxation Law for which he has taken admission in 1987.
(4) The additional marks be granted to the student subject to the conditions mentioned
hereunder :

(@) NCC : Candidate enrolled in NCC must have passed ‘B’ and or ‘C’ Certificate
examination (and /or candidate enrolled in NCC must have attended 75% parades out of
total No. of NCC.).

(b) NSS: Candidate enrolled in NSS must have completed 120 hours of effective work
and attended the necessary number of camps, as required under NSS Programme.

(c) National Physical Efficiency / Drive : Candidate enrolled in National Physical Efficiency
Drive must have acquired three stars under the programme.

(d) Inter-University Tournaments / Competition : Candidate must have participated in the
Inter-University Tournaments / Competition as a Representative of this University.

(e) National/ Inter-national Tournaments / Competition : Candidate must have participated
as a representative of State of Maharashtra / India.

() Adult Education Programme, Pune University : A candidate must have completed
at least 200 clock hours work to the satisfaction of the Project-in-charge and secured
necessary certificate of the course.

(5) A student shall submit an application before the date of commencement of his
examination along with fee of Rs. 10/- for the grant of additional marks along with
necessary original certificate or copies thereof countersigned by the Principal of the
College / Head of the Recognized Institution.

1. The revised Tuition, Laboratory Fees and other fees for the Under-graduate and Post-
graduate unaided Courses of the University and affiliated colleges as mentioned in
Appendix A and B shall be made applicable to the students seeking admission to the first
year of the courses in the academic year 2011-2012 and onwards.

2. The revised fee structure as mentioned in Appendix A and B shall not be applicable to the
Courses for which the Tuition Fees Committee of the State Government is authorized to
decide the fees.

The revised Tuition Fees, Development Fees, Laboratory Fees, Other Fees, Eligibility Fees, External
Registration Fees and Other Fees for Under-graduate and Post-graduate courses of the University with
effect from the academic year 2011-2012 shall be as under.

Sciences, State Government and such other course(s) as may be designated to be so by the State
Government, University Grants Commission or Statutory Council such as (AICTE, M.C.l,,
B.C.I., Nursing Council, C.C.I.M., C.C.H.M., Pharmacy Council, Council of Architecture) and
any other Statutory Councils/Bodies, as Professional Courses.

i) Non-Professional Course : means & includes

1. Courses conducted in the faculties of Arts and Fine Arts (excluding Applied Arts), Mental,
Moral and Social Sciences including Bachelor and Master's Degree in Social Work,
Communication and Journalism, Commerce (excluding BBA,BCA & BBM), Science
(excluding Applied and Computer Science courses), Course in Home Science as Non-
Professional course.

iii. (a) Foreign National : meansa citizen of any country other than India.

(b) Person of Indian Origin (PIO) : Means a Person who is citizen of other countries
(except Pakistan and Bangladesh) who at any time held an Indian passport, or who or
either of his parents or any of his grand parents was a citizen of India by virtue of the
provisions of the Constitution of India or Section 2 (b) of Citizenship Act, 1955 (Act
No0.57 of 1955).

iv. International Student : means an Internationadtudent who possesses a foreign passport.
V. Non-Resident Indian (NRI) (as per Income Tax Act, 1961):
As per Income Tax Act. 1961, and individual is non-resident for income tax purpose, when he

is "not a resident" or who is "not ordinarily resident". A person is treated as " not ordinarily
resident” any of the following conditions is satisfied.

1. If he has not been resident in India in 9 out of 10 preceding years :
OR
2. If He has not been in India for a period of 730 days or more during the preceding 7 years.

A person, who is non-resident in India or not ordinarily resident, is taxed in India only for his
income in India. He is not taxed in India for income abroad.

@) Maharashtra State candidate means aCandidate passing SSC (Std. X) and
Higher Education thereafter from the State of Maharashtra.
(b) Maharashtra Domiciled candidates : means eandidate should be domicile
of the State of Maharashtra

(a) Candidate from Outside Maharashtra State :means a candidate whose Domicile
status is outside Maharashtra and has passed his qualifying examination from
University outside Maharashtra. He will be eligible for admission as candidate from
outside Maharashtra.

(b) A candidate whose Domicile Status is outside Maharashtra State, but who has passed
his qualifying examination from a statutory University in the State of Maharashtra, but
has passed his SSC or its equivalent examination from a recognized school, outside the
State of Maharashtra, will be eligible for admission to an institution which lies in the
jurisdiction of the University. He will be considered as candidate from outside
Maharashtra State.

(c) A candidate whose Domicile status is outside Maharashtra and Who has passed his/her
qualifying examination from Pune University but has passed his/her S.S.C. or
equivalent examination from outside Maharashtra State, while filling in the
applilcation form for admission he/she should indicate their Domicile status as “other

The
examination fee for Thesis and Dissertation will be paid by the student to University through the
College/Institute.

Notwithstanding anything provided otherwise, the Tuition fee and Laboratory fee are prescribed
for the students from the State of Maharashtra. The students who are from outside the State of
Maharashtra will have to pay double the Tuition fee & Laboratory fee. Fees for N.R.I.,foreign
Nationals, Person of Indian Origin are five times the fees that is prescribed for the students from
the State of Maharashtra. Fees for the children of Indian workers from Gulf and South East Asia
and SAARC Countries (including Afghanistan) are three times that is prescribed for the students
from the State of Maharashtra.

The Tuition and Laboratory fee will be increased after every five years.
Library fee of Rs. 1,000/- Per annum for all courses to be paid at the place of research work.

Notwithstanding anything provided otherwise, the Tuition fee, Laboratory fee are prescribed for the
students from the State of Maharashtra. The students who are from outside the State of Maharashtra
will have to pay double the Tuiton & Laboratory fee. Fees for the N.R.l.,Foreign Nationals , Person
of Indian Origin are five times the fees that is prescribed for the students from the State of
Maharashtra. Fees for the children of Indian Workers from Gulf and South East Asia & SAARC
Countries (including Afghanistan) are three times that is prescribed for the students from the State of
Maharashtra.

The Tuition and Other fees, if any as prescribed by the State Government for aided and unaided
professional and non-professional courses from time to time will supersede the fees prescribed for
such courses in the ordinance(s). The Colleges/Institution/University Department/Centre/ School will
charge only fees prescribed by the State Government.

This fee structure is for five years. There should not be any increase in the fees of unaided courses.

The University/ College/ Recognized Institute may charge reasonable fee for the following
services if rendered to the students.

Students activities such as annual social gathering ,debating, magazine, prospectus, I..card, journal,
seminar, test, tutorial, workshop, study course material, internet, e.mail, maintenance of equipment,
training and placement, study tour etc.

A demand draft of Registration Fee, Development Fee, Computer Fee, Student Welfare Fund and
any other fee in which the University has a share shall be remitted to the University by the
College/Institute on or before 310ctober or within one month from the last date of admission
whichever is later. The result of the students or concerned college may be kept in reserve till the
whole of the amount is received.

The Examination fee for Thesis and Dissertation will be paid by the student to the University through
the College/Institute.

Development Fee is to be charged from the students only in case of degree/diploma (UG/PG), if the
course is of one year or more than one-year duration. Development Fee is not to be charged for
Certificate course(s).

Casual student desirous of attending Lectures/ Practicals for any colesehan credit course

will have to pay at least 25% (twenty five per cent) of Tuition fee and Laboratory fee as prescribed
unless otherwise specified. For Casual Students the tuitionpfgesredit and Lab fees will be
decided by corresponding department committee or equivalent authority. Casual students will be
issued only certificate of attendance and no other certificate.

The annual Tuition fee, Development Fee, Laboratory Fee prescribed is the ceiling for such fees to be
charged by the College/Institute/University Department/Centre/School. Less fee other than prescribed
may be charged by the College/ Institute/University Department/Centre/ School provided it does not
lead to unfair competition and violate the provisions of the Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994.

Tuition fee, Laboratory fee for Degree, Master's Degree, Diploma, Certificate course(s) that may be
instituted by the University under the respective faculties will be the same as is prescribed in the
Ordinance(s) unless otherwise specified by the University/ State Government/ Competent Authority.

Laboratory fee charged to students of F.Y.,S.Y. T.Y.B.Com. will have to be utilized exclusively to
conduct practicals, purchase of equipments, arrangement of field/industrial visits and field work.

Wherever are prescribed by the State Government , the College/Institute/University Department/
Centre / School, charge only those fees and not fees prescribed by the University except fees which
are to be shared with the University.

Wherever Library, Development and other fees are prescribed by the State Government, the
College/lnstitute/University Department/Centre/School, shall charge only those fees and not fees
prescribed by the University except fees which are to be shared with the University.

The other fees if any is prescribed by the State Government for aided and unaided Professional and
non-professional courses from time to time will supersede the fees prescribed for such courses in the
ordinance(s). The College/Institution/University department/Centre/School will charge only fees
prescribed by the State Government.

University Examination fee, Library fee etc. for Degree, Master's Degree, Diploma, Certificate
course(s) that may be instituted by the University under the respective faculties will be the same as is
prescribed in the Ordinance(s) unless otherwise specified by the University/State Government/
Competent Authority.

The Development Fee and other fees prescribed is the ceiling for such fees to be charged by the
College/Institute/University Department/ Centre/School. Less fee other than prescribed may be
charged by the College/Institute/University Department/Centre/School provided it does not lead to
unfair competition and violate the provisions of the Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994.

Tuition fee for reappeared students should be charge per credit as prescribed, and for reappearing in
lab course Lab. Fee at least 25% of prescribed fee according to the circular.

Lab Deposit, Library Deposit and caution money will be reasonably determined and charged by each
department/college. For these deposits separate receipt be given.

The Vice-Chancellor shall be the competent authority to interpret the provisions of the Ordinances
concerning all types of fees and charges. In case there is any dispute regarding interpretation of the
provisions of an amount of fee to be paid, the Vice-Chancellor shall interpret the provisions of the
concerned Ordinance(s) and his decision shall be final.

If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of Ordinances/Rules concerning fees and
charges, the Vice-Chancellor may by order, issue necessary directions not inconsistent with the
objects and purposes of these rules which appear to be necessary or expedient for the purpose of
removing the difficulty.

Rules for Refund of Fees

1. Cancellation of admission before the commencement of the course — It is resolved that the courses
which come under the jurisdiction of DTE, Scheme of refund of fees should be as follows :

Cancellation charges and Refund of Tuition, Development and other fees for the admissions secured
through CAP : The candidate who has been provisionally admitted through CAP may cancel admission
by submitting an application in duplicate, and may request for refund of fees. The cancellation charges
and refund of fees as applicable shall be made in due course by the respective institute. It is made clear
that such application for cancellation will be considered if and only if the admission is taken provisionally
through CAP by paying the prescribed tuition fee in full and by submitting original documents as
mentioned in these rules. Refund of tuition fees and other fee to be made after deduction of the
cancellation charges after allotment after EACH ROUND OF ALLOTMENT/ADMISSION is as shown
below :
