The Surveillance Unit of Varanasi Police is working on the episode
which has brought the city police as well as BHU Security on its toes.

Officials in BHU Proctorial Board told HT this evening that a call was
received by one of the security staff last night where the caller threatened
to blow up Vishwanath Temple and BHU Hospital, both on the varsity
campus.

The matter was reported to the security staff as well as Varanasi Police,
which after initial investigations managed to find that the call was made
from one of the BHU Hostels.

Later a security staff team raided concerned hostel, but found that
details mentioned by the caller not matching with the particulars at the
hostel room.
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In the wake of the telephonic threat, however, security has been
tightened at the varsity campus, the BHU official maintained.

Meanwhile, an SMS similar to the telephone call made to BHU security
official was sent from one cell phone number to many prominent
persons in the city, including senior officials.

SP (Varanasi City) Vijay Bhushan said “following the SMS, which was
also made to his cell phone, the concerned cell number has been put
on surveillance and further investigations are underway.”

Sources in Varanasi Police confided following electronic surveillance
and initial investigations it has been found the cell number from which
the threatening SMSs were sent had been attained on fake address and
ID proof.

The contents of the SMS said a bomb will be placed at BHU Temple
and Hospital soon and the information will be given through this number
only.
